Sir,—I have the honour to enclose a Return of the results of the first examination under the
amended Grant-in-Aid Scheme. I regret to find that the total grant exceeds the sum on the Estimates
by $252.90; but, in future, it will be possible to gauge with more precision the operation of the recent
changes. The number of scholars presented amounted to 459, as against 390 in 1876 ; and the passes
amounted to 86 per cent, as against 77 per cent in the previous year.

The Reverend Dr. Erter was Assistant Examiner in the three Hakka Schools belonging to the
Basel Mission. Lady SmaLk, Mrs. PriLriero, Mrs. Remepros, Mrs. Erter and Mrs. HuTcHINSON
kindly examined the needle-work.
